Fishburgers

Fast and delicious main dish
is ready quickly when you
bake fish sticks, put them in
hot buttered rolls and serve
them with tartar sauce. Six
servings.

12 Fish sticks

6 buttered rolls

Tartar Sauce

Place the fish sticks in a
single layer in a baking pan.
Bake in a hot oven, 400 de-
grees for 15 to 20 minutes
or until heated through and
crisp. Place two fish sticks on
a toasted buttered roll and
serve with tartar sauce.

Tartar Sauce. Combine one-
half cup mayonnaise or boiled
salad dressing, one tablespoon
chopped onion, one tablespoon
chopped pickle, one table-
spoon chopped parsley and
one tablespoon chopped pimi-
ento-stuffed olives.
Broil Meat, Fruit
And Vegetables, Toe

Beef and lamb cuts are fine

for broiling; so are hamburg-
ers and hot dogs. Fresh pork
and veal should never be broil-
ed. Veal and pork steaks and
chops should be braised which
means browned then cooked
in a covered skillet with or
without added liquid.

Because of their lack of fat,
such meats as liver, kidney
and sweetbreads should be
brushed with melted butter
or margarine before broiling.
Broil Vegetables. Halves of
tomatoes, :ooked carrots, on-
ion slices or mushrooms may
be brushed with butter or
margarine and plced on the
broiling rack with meat for
the last 6 to 10 minutes of
the broiling period. Try heat-
ing cooked peas, green beans,
lima beans, corn, hominy, car-
rots and cauliflowerets under
the drip rack of the broiler
to receive the tasty meat drip-
pings while heating.

Broil Fruit. Fruit such as
split bananas, pineapple slices,
peach and pear halves may be
brushed with melted butter
and put on the rack to broil
with the meat the last 7 to 10
minutes of the broiling period.
Sour Cream Peach
Pie; Dessert Treat

Make the wvery most of
plentiful peaches. Don't waste
a single luscious bite. Capture
some of their goodness in the
pie that's made with dairy
sour cream and brown sugar
with quick-cooking tapioca.

7 or 8 freestone peaches

1 cup brown sugar

1 cup sour cream

!2 cup granulated sugar

2 tablespoons flour

2 tablespoons quick-cooking

tapioca

Wash, remove skin and
halve peaches. Combine four,
granulated sugar and tapioca.
Spread on bottom and sides
of an unbaked pie shell using
favored recipe or a pie crust
mix in an eight or nine inch
pan.

Combine sour cream and
brown sugar and dip eac
peach section in this mixture
and arrange in pie shell. When
pie shell is filled, pour remain-
ing sour cream mixture over
peach sections and place in
a pre-heated oven at 400 de-
grees. After 15 minutes, re-
duce temperature to 250 de-
grees and continue baking for
one hour.

Milk Memo 1o Parenis

The period from 4 to 11

years in a child’s life is one
of steady growth.
