C. Ivy reported at the Fourth
Annual Institute of Scientific
Studies for the Prevention of
Alcoholism.

Dr. Ivy said there are
8,000,000 persons afflicted
with alcoholism 5,000,000
outright alcoholics, and anoth
er 3,000,000 "pre-alcoholic-

He pointed out that 350,000
alcoholics die annually with
the average life span being
about 51 years compared to a
life expectancy of around 70
for

After a person has become
an alcoholic, he can expect to
live an average of 16 years,
according to Dr. Ivy. These
figures are based on medical
records and life insurance
statistics.
