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Springfield College swimming
coach Charles E. Silvia says
Dad shouldn't give Junior his
swimming lessons any more
than he should be in charge of
filling his teeth.

They are both jobs for an
expert, says Silvia,' a

professor of physical edu-
cation and a former president
of the National Swimming
Coaches Association. ..

It's his opinion that intellect
plays a major role in swim-

ming instruction and that "the
intellect cannot play this role
unless the instructor is quali-
fied and able to provide the
student with the proper basic
knowledge."
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It is . the practice at his
school to introduce teaching
aids such as waterwings, the
kickboard and swimfins in the
first lesson. He says that with
these, "the emotional involve-
ment on the part of the stu-
dent is reduced, and the role
of the intellect is increased."

Silvia advises fathers that
the chances of making Olym-
pic swimmers out of their sons
and daughters are pretty slim
if they're not taught by a pro-
fessional, explaining:

"Unless a parent is com-

pletely familiar with the prop-
er execution of stroke tech-
niques, he can establish in the
mind of his child the incorrect
techniques. Later, a profes-
sional swimming instructor
will not be able to change the
student."

Silvia sums it up this way:
"No parent can be all things
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Silvia just doesn't think that
hparents can provide their chil
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dren with such knowledge. He
points out that many subscribe
to the theory that the best
way to teach swimming is to
duck the child under water
right at the start.
Progress Retarded

The result, says Silvia, is
that "all. too frequently, the
student's progress and adjust-
ment to the aquatic environ-
ment is seriously retarded."

His own approach, he said,
"is to provide each beginning
swimmer with basic under-
standing" of the subject.

"All non - swimmers can be
taught to swim- - more quickly
and more completely when the
instructor provides the student
with the - WHY of certain
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"The results of instruction
that have stimulated the stu-
dent's mind are much more
gratifying to the student as
well as to the instructor, when
the intellect plays a major
role."

Silvia, who directs a swim-
ming school for children here
during the summer, advocates
the use of artificial supports
in the water "to reduce appre-
hension and enable the stu-
dent to practice conscious con-
trol of the hands and feet
while in the water."
