Need For Treating Family of

Schizophrenic Child
At a recent meeting of the

American Ortho - psychiatric
Association, in San Francisco,
Dr. L. Murray Bowen, of the
National Institute of Mental
Health, and Dr. John E. Bell,
of the U.S. Public Health
Service, said that they must
often ask, "Is the patient
schizophrenic or is his family
schizophrenic?" In the last
four years, they have treated
19 families. As Dr. Bell said,
sometimes, when a child is
having mental troubles, it
seems to be because of his
mentally disturbed family.

A while ago a psychiatrist
said that often, when one of
his patients comes out of a
mental hospital, he wished
that for a while he could stick
the man's eccentric and
troublesome family in the
hospital, because at home,
they will fight with the pa-
tient and have a bad influence
on him. The patient will have
a hard enough time of it ad-

justing to his life in the out-
side world without having
his family scolding him and
fussing at him and telling him
he is a lazy good-for-nothi-

and that his insanity was all
due to his stupid way of liv-

ing. Too often, several mem-
bers of the family are tarred
with the patient's same brush
- the brush that caused the
man for a time, tc be irra
tional.

A while ago I. made the
terrible mistake in this col
umn of assuming that since
some psychiatrists are now ad
mitting that often some of the
members of the families of
their insane patients are psy
chotic, they might be admit-
ting that heredity is probably
a factor in producing the dis-

ease. One such physician, ap-

parently outraged at this as
sumption of mine, wrote me
that heredity had nothing to
do with producing insanity.
Obviously the poor fellow has
never done any reading on
this subject. Perhaps he never
read Professor Kallmann's
book, in which he shows that
