Control Studied

Santa Fe, N.M. —(Science
Service— Castor oil may soon
be helping to save thousands
of gallons of water.

One form of the oil is un-
der study as a water evapora-
tion retardant, two research-
ers reported here to a con-
ference on the evaporation
problem.

Not only does its chemical
structure make it appear to
be a promising thin film that
could reduce water losses but
the castor oil also is bacteria—
and fungus-resistant. This

means that devices designed!

The compound, 10-undecen-
-0l, is obtained by dry distil-
lation of castor oil. Robert R.
Cruse of the Southwest Re-
search Institute and Charles
L. Shrewsbury of the South-
west Agricultural Institute
described the compound to-
gether with other recent de-
velopments in reducing water
evaporation.

Hexadecanol, a white,
waxy solid used in cosmetics,
detergents and emulsifiers, is
one of the most widely tested
and best of the chemicals used
for coating water surfaces.

Not Economical

They also said that the one-
layer thick film is not eco-
nomical in places where there
is contfinuous high relative
humidity. Other factors which
affect the success of using the
chemical retardants include:
temperature of air and water,
area of water surface, wind
velocities and the type of dis-
penser or method of applica-
tion.

Future studies were sug-
gested as a result of past field
and laboratory research. The
scientists said they need to
know more about the com-
pounds being used. Impurities
reduce the water evaporation
retardants’ effectiveness.
