Longest Aluminum Pipe

Laid in Venezuela
Houston, Texas (Science
Service) — What is probably
the longest aluminum pipe
ever made will be laid in
Lake Maracaibo, Venezuela,
as a suction line for a fire
protection pump. The pipe,
16 inches in diameter and
1.800 feet long, will have a
normal capacity of 2,000 gal-
lons of water a 1ainute. This
water will be delivered to a
fire protection system on a
tank farm of the Superior Oil
Company. Aluminum was
chosen because its corrosion
resistance permits installation
without a protective coating
‘or wrapping. The Reynolds
Metals Company here will
supply 25,700 pounds of alloy
aluminum for the pipe.
