Timber, Road
Problems Aired

Portland -Pl- The U.S.
Forest Service and Independ-
ent Timber Operators met
here Tuesday night and dis-
cussed timber sales as they
affect road construction.

Operators complained that
although sales in the Clacka-
mas river and Sandy working
areas will be increased by the
Mt. Hood National forest to
300 million board feet per an-
num over the next three
years, they will have to recon-
struet the Clackamas river
highway to get the timber.

Walter Lund of the serv-
ice’s Timber Management Di-
vision said there was no al-
ternative but to link sale of
timber t{o road construction.

He said the highway's ca-
pacity will have to be in-
creased along with the boost
in logging traffic and the For-
est Service has no funds fo
do the work.

Timber operators indicated
they would take the problem
to Sen. Richard L. Neuber-
ger when his Subcommittee
on Interior and Insular Af-
fairs meets here Friday.
