On Minors
The Medford city police so

licits the cooperation of par
ents m aiding the enforcement
of the new state law against
minors under 18 years smok-
ing, Police Chief Charles P.
Champlin stated Friday.

He said the department also
asked the cooperation in the
enforcement of the. law from
owners of establishments
where tobacco products are
soldandof merchants who
would have juveniles smoking
on their premises.

The department's request
followed an announcement
Thursday by District Attorney
Thomas J. Reeder that he had
asked local law enforcement
agencies to enforce the new
state law.
Illegal to Furnish

The law, as passed in the
1959 Legislature, makes it il-

legal both-- f or a person to furn-
ish tobacco in any form and
in any manner to a minor un-

der 18, and for a minor under
18 to smoke, ' use or possess
any form of tobacco in any
public place. The law also
holds a business person liable
for minors under 18 using to-

bacco at the place of business.
Champlin said that officers

would cite minors under 18 in
to municipal court for viola-
tion of the law. He said thjgj
the parents of the juvenile
would be notified by a letter
from the court telling them of
the citation and requesting
them to appear with the min-
or.

He added that there would
be sufficient time between the
issuing of the citation and the
court appearance for the par-
ents to be notified.
Approves of Law

Chief Champlin said that
he approved of the lawwhich
represents a simplification of
10 former statutes, making it
more realistic. He added that
he welcomed the district attor-
ney's stand in the matter.

The police chief stated that
the department had received
telephone calls regarding the
new law since the district at-

torney's statement Thursday.
The 1959 legislature amend-

ed two statutes and repealed
eight others in simplifying the
law regarding smoking by
minors.

Equipment improvements
for . the forest industry's
"Roxy radio" network in
southern Oregon have been
announced by Tom Winni
ford, Central Point, radio
technician in charge.

New equipment will include
a new tower on Roxy Ann
butte and an improved an-
tenna system scheduled for in
stallation in about two weeks
lne improvements were ap
proved recently by the board
of directors of the Southern
Oregon Conservation and
Tree Farm association, which
operates the network.

A new 72-fo- ot extension-typ-e

tower, manufactured by
the Tn-E- x Tower corporation,
j. mare, uaiii., win be in
stalled on the base of the
existing tower, which will be
removed, Winniford said. The
present 50-fo- ot tower was in
stalled when the forest net
work was organized in 1949.
High-Gai-n Antenna

A new Motorola brand
high-ga- m antenna will be
placed atop the tower to
double the effective radiation
of the 60-wa- tt transmitter. It
will approximate the broad
cast reception range of a 120
watt transmitter, with no in
crease in power output of the
existing Roxy transmitting
station, Winniford said.

A new coaxial cable will be
installed between the tower
and transmitter at the time of
changeover, he added.

Dale Prentice, secretary-manag- er

of SOCTFA, said the
new equipment was being in-

stalled in an effort to improve
radio communications with
logging operators in the
fringe areas. Principal trouble
areas for reception from mo-

bile operators, he said, are in
the Dead Indian area, above
Prospect, and beyond the
Tiller divide.
Moving Back

He explained that logging
operators . were moving fur-
ther and further back in tim-
ber country as new areas are
opened. Continued improve-
ments, Prentice noted, and
changes in the Roxy and Sex-
ton radio networks operated
by the forest industry are
necessary in order to maintain
good communication.

The fringe area reception
problems stem from both dis-

tance of the mobiles from the
transmitter, as well as terrain:
characteristics. Present cov-

erage ranges from 30 to 50
miles from the transmitter, he
said.

Prentice emphasized that
the current improvements

were not a cure-al- l for the
c o m m u nications problems,
butwould clear up some of
the present problem areas.
Further Improvements

The next steps in futher im
provements in the communi
cation system would be instal-
lation of high-gai-n antennas

(

on the mobiles operating in
the fringe areas, ' Prentice
said, or eventual establish-
ment of repeater stations to
extend the coverage area, si-

milar to the method used by
Elk Lumber company in its
radio operation.

The new tower is a four-sectio- n

extension type and instal-
lation wi'l consist of attach-
ing the unit to the existing
base atop Roxy Anne butte,
then cranking up the addi-
tional sections and locking
them in place. Guy wires will
then be strung to stabilize the
72-fo- ot tower. The system is
presently licensed on the For-
est Products band up to 600
watts,, and no license change
is anticipated. Installation of
the equipment will be made
by Winniford.

The Roxy radio network
broadcasts on an assigned fre-
quency of 153.17 megacycles
and the Sexton radio net-

work, operated by SOCTFA,
on 153.23 megacycles. No
change is anticipated in the
present radio link between
the transmistter on Roxy
Anne butte and the broadcast
staion located at 1109 West
Main St., Medford.
