'ISrvar'es in seven years
by a man who

who born with , twisted and
malformed stumps where his
legs should have been. Fortu
nately, one day his physician,
Dr. Robert Yanover, found
for him a clever maker of
artificial limbs Who was able
to make legs for him, and
since then he has walked
around tall like a grown
man. He did well in business
and became happily married.

After World War IT, he be
came tremendously concerned
with the thousands of ampu-
tees who could not find a job.
A pension they could get,
but a job, no; and many were
desperately unhappy with no
work to do. For a long time
Viscardi struggled with his
problem. He tried to get em
ployers to see that a well-traine- d

and competent, but
legless, bookkeeper can work
just as well from a wheel-
chair as from a swivel chair,
and a blind girl can answer
the phone as well as can one
who has eyes. If a man has
had a heart attack, what of it,
so long as he can sit at a
bench and turn out work? But
employers would not see it
that way.
Disabled Placed In Jobi

With great effort, Viscardi
and a little group with him in
a tiny office did succeed in
placing in jobs more than
1,000 disabled people, but for
every one of these, a hundred
more came begging for work.
Viscardi saw that he must
start with a small shop,
manned by- - crippled people,
who would compete with oth-
er workers on equal terms. He
had to prove to industry that
a badly-cripple- d man can be
a b e 1 1 e em-

ployee.
Finally, after desperate ef-

forts, Viscardi and his able
foreman, Nierenberg, got a
shop started in an-emp- ty ga-

rage. They began with four
men who had only five good
arms and one good leg among
them. After much effort, they
got a contract to assemble
some electronic apparatus. It
was terribly hard for some of
the men with crippled hands
to do the work, but soon they
learned, and their first order
they finished on time. Viscar-
di and Nierenberg soon were
"matching abilities," that is,
they were making up little
groups in which one man
could see, another could hear
but not see; while others fur-
nished hands and fingers.

Company executives every-
where should note that Vis-cardi- 's

plant's safety-recor-d is
almost twice as good as it is
in the average industry. Also,
the daily absentee-rat-e is very
low. One day, when the buses
did not run, one of the crip-
pled employees walked eight
miles so as not to miss a day
of work! When a man gets a
job only after six months of
fruitless appeals to employ-
ment managers, he does not
take any chances of losing it.

Remarkable is the discov-
ery that in the shop, when a
man is made happy by a job,
some illness he has had tends
to clear away. 'A stutterer or
a deaf mute or a cripple or a
heart patient may get almost
well. Epileptics have many
fewer fits, and some lose them
entirely. In Viscardi's shop an
epileptic feels no tension or
anxiety because he knows
that if he should have a fit, no
one will think anything of it,
and no one will want to fire
him.

Some of Viscardi's workers
didn't absolutely need money,
because they had a pension or
help from a well-to-d- o family,
but they desperately needed
something to do. They were
so fed-u- p with television they
hated it.

By the end of the first year,
Viscardi had created jobs for
57 men and women, all un-

employable by the usual busi-
ness standards. These people
had sold $191,526 worth of
goods to nine different firms,
and had made a profit of $48,-09- 0;

they had paid back all of
their loans, and had laid by
some funds for a reserve.

Then, the business got so
big that Viscardi had to build
a much larger plant. Next, he
started "The Human " Re
sources Corporation" with the
idea of teaching firms all over
the world to employ the
handicapped as he is doing.
Under the impact of his ideas,
several big companies already
have liberalized their em-

ployment practices. Now sev-
eral thousand people come
each year to study Viscardi's
methods. Today the shop does
a million-dolla- r a year busi-
ness. What a wonderfully fine
and useful American Viscardi
is. God grant that before long
shops like his. are' built all
over the country shops in
which men with crippled
limbs but good brains and a
fine character can be made
happy with a job in which
they can make their own liv-

ing and be independent, use-

ful, and

Seen Possibility
Dallas, Tex. (DPD Could

a man fly an airplane, drive
an auto or guide a submarine
without actually being able
to see objects that may be in
his way? 'Goodyar Aircraft Corp.
scientists believe this could be
done through 'the medium of
electronics tied in with a hu-
man's ability to interpret dis-
played data.

Dr. A. J. Cacioppo, head of
the company's human engi-
neering department, said the
belief is based on studies con-
ducted by the Goodyear sci-
entists under a contract with
the Office of Naval Research.

The object of the study is
to provide . data from which
may be designed and built
visual electronic displays for
guidance of pilots, tank com-
manders, submarine skippers
and possibly motorists.

The idea would be that even
if they couldn't see "where
they're going, they would still
be able to proceed unerring-
ly by watching characters dis-

played on an electronic screen
to tell them of any obstacles
in their paths.
