Since competition among
soil organisms for available
nutritional resources is so
great, the disease
organisms have a more diffi-
cult time in the soil in which
moderate heat treatment has
permitted competing non-disea-

organisms to survive.
Antibiotics produced in the

soil by the "good" organisms
further limit those which
cause disease.

Disease organisms
themselves rapidly in

soil treated by the old sterile
method. Thus the disease may
again attack plants, some-- ,
times more severely than be-
