One reason,
perhaps, for this behavior is
that we doctors, as we become
very scientific, have a horror
of using simple ordinary Eng-
lish 'words that our patients
can' understand!

words, like cerebro - vascular
accident. Another objection
tolhe word stroke is that still
so many people and even edu-
cated people, think of God's
having struck the man down,
and this implies that God was
very angry with him - be-

cause of. some skulduggery of
the man that his neighbors
don't know about. Of course,
this, is utterly stupid - it is a
relic of very ancient, even
pre-Biblic- al ideas. A man has
a big stroke usually because
an ulcerated artery in his
brain ruptured and the blood,
coming out under pressure,
destroyed some of the brain.
The nature of the symptoms
depends on . the part of the
brain thrown . out of action.
Other strokes are due to the
plugging-u- p of an artery, in
the brain or the neck, with
a blod clot (thrombosis).
'LitiU Strokes' Common

The "little strokes," the
results of which I have been
studying and describing for
many years, are many times
more common than the big
strokes. Often they produce
Cat the time) only a dizzy
spell, or a woozy spell, or an
attack of . violent vomiting --

usually blamed on some food.
Most of the . neurologists and
artery specialists today refuse
even to mention "little
stroke s." the spells are
ascribed usually to "nervous
ness" or to "eating something"
or to a "spasm" in a blood
vessel. Most of them go un-

recognized, while hundreds
are supposed to be heart at-

tacks. One can easily see that
a little stroke was not a heart
attack when, after it, the
patient has no symptoms of
heart trouble, but several
symptoms of brain injury,
such as great irritability ana
irascibility, loss of memory,
and loss of ability to work.
