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Deadline Set for

Filing Protests
Washington -4-DPD- The Fed-

eral Power commission has
set a deadline of Dec. 4 for
persons desiring to protest an
application for construction
of a $178 million private
power project in Idaho and
Oregon.

The application was sub-
mitted by Pacific Northwest
Power company of Portland,
Ore., for a license to build the
proposed high Mountain
Sheep development of the
Snake and Imnaha rivers in
Adams county, Idaho, and
Wallowa county, Ore.

Pacific Northwest first filed
the petition March 31, 1958.
It was later amended Feb. 27
and against Sept. 28, 1959.

The commission denied an
application by Pacific North-
west in January, 1958, for a
proposed hydroelectric proj-
ect in the same area consist-
ing of two dams.

The current application
calls for a single 690-fo- ot dam
on the Snake river in Idaho
and Oregon that would form
a reservoir 58 miles up-
stream to the low Hells Can-

yon development of Idaho
Power company.
