Hoffman started making live
oak wedges for loggers to fell
trees, and he continues in the
business at his Thompson
crqek farm.

It is a paying business with
no overhead except stumpage
and gas, Hoffman says, and
he sells to lumber companies
in northern California, points
in Idaho, Bend, Klamath

eFalls, and other areas.
Hoffman was a "gypo" him-

self in the Klamath country,
and started making wedges
and selling to "gypos" as a
starter, but he lays no claim
to inventing wedges for
he says Arkansas men
brought the idea to Klamath.

He started making the
wedges at his ranch on an in-

vestment in two saws and a
mandrill. He later bought a
(larger saw, and when his
tractor wore out he bought
another engine. He uses a
bolting saw and a rip saw,
first cutting the wood into
bolts :. without knots. He
makes the wedges in four

. sizes.
. He has exhausted the live
oak from his own property,
and buys within a 40 mile
radius from the bureau of
land management and from
private owners. Hoffman can
get a hundred dollars' worth
of wedges from the average
tree, and for the most part
sells the product green, he
states. Live oak is the only
usable wood for the wedges
that are used to place in the
