Cleveland - (Science Serv-
ice) - A small television cam-

era attached to the eyepiece
of the Warner and Swasey Ob-

servatory's 36-in- telescope
here is "bringing the moon to
within "150 miles" of the
viewer. Detail in the TV pic-
ture sometimes surpasses that
obtained by direct viewing,
the Case Institute of Technol-
ogy reports. The TV system
is compatible with commer-
cial TV. This means that rare
astronomic events could be
picked up from the observa-
tory and telecast commercial-
ly to the public. Ordinarily
the TV picture is piped to the
observatory's auditorium. This
lets hundreds of persons see
the entire event.

Out of an Awful Home

I recently read the descrip-
tion by some psychiatrists of
the family background of a
man of 30 who killed his for-
mer sweetheart. In his child-
hood he had been the target
for uncontrolled, brutality on
ths part of his alcoholic and
sadistic father. Often the
father beat the boy so vio-

lently that the neighbors in-

terceded to save him, and of-

ten the man beat and choked
his wife in the presence of
their children. He called her
vile names and said he was
going to kill her. Like so
many of these violent men,
the father never expressed
any sorrow . or remorse for
what he had done.

The son, whom we will call
tfie prisoner, when his broth-
er had to go to war, stole his
brother's girl, got engaged to
her and planned to marry
her. But she was sexually so
loose that she kept having af-

fairs with several men, and
eventually married one of
them. When the prisoner
started living with a woman,
his erstwhile fiancee divorced
her husband and came back
to the prisoner. But soon she
was up to her old tricks of
promiscuity. It was then that
the prisoner took an axe and
cut her down.
Blamed on Hard Life

IWhat interested me in the
report of the psychiatrists
was that,' as practically al-

ways happens today, they
blamed all of the prisoner's
brutality on his hard life as

child.' They made no men
tion of what happened to the
other five children of the
brutal father and weak moth-
er, and no mention was made
of the possibility that the
murderer had inherited some
of his father's violent temper.
There is no evidence that any- -

ont had electroencepnaio- -

grams made to see if both the
father and the son were car
riers of some brain disease.

The .old psychiatrists, years
ago, used to be honest, enough
to admit that, although Good
ness knows, a patient's home
was horrible, horrible also
was his heredity. The heredity
was so awful that one would
expect some of the several
youngsters to be chips off the
old block. To illustrate what
happens: A while ago a fine,
intelligent and able business
man consulted 'me about a lit
tle arthritis. Somehow the
fact came out that he was the
son of a brutal and almost
insane alcoholic who used of
ten to beat his wife and his
children. -- ;

just Like Father
To me, the' interesting fact,

which is rarely mentioned or
faced today, is that of the five
children brought up in that
hellish home, three now are
well-adjust- arid successful
and happy people. Only two
sons are degenerates and, as
one m i g h t have expected,
they are the ones who, in boy-
hood, t- were just . like their
father, with his great craving
for alcohol.
