The Biggest ‘Run Off' Has
Nothing To Do With Elections

“run-off’ is very important.

However, there ig another

off," atfects every man, wom-
an and child in this nation.
This “run-off’ is not spectacu-
lar like the explosion of an
atom bemb, but it's more ing-
portant.

The big “run-off’ gees on
all the time, whether we are
awake or asleep, from one
genergtion to’ the next. It has
te do with how muech water
we usé 10 sprinkle our lawns,
how much we drink, how
much we use for marmufactur-4
ing purposes er how much we
have In which to bathe.

Yet the majority of our
people,” from one &nd “of .our
country to the other, take
little or no‘notice. The head-
lines in the paper may read,
‘“water- shiortage,” but we all
treat it as a joke. Some of us
may mildly inquire, Why
don't we dig mare wells? Or
dig the wells we already have
deeper? Most folks cooperate
with water boards and re-
quests to conserve water while
the pressure is on, but.we
figure the shortage is only
local or temporary. We say
the situation will right itself
as spon as it rains and the
underground pockets are
filled. -

But things don't .work
themselves out that way.
There are too many factors
that complicate the issue.
There is only so much water
in the ground and what is
there must constanily be re-
plenished. If wells are cor-
rectly placed, then another
well or a hundred more will
not increase the water supply.
If a well is yielding full ca-
pacity, then other wells in the
same veiir or water - pocket
will on]y detract from the
L first well; wells are mc:eased
but.not the water.
Peneéiration :

You might wonder if there
isn’t just as much water in
the ground now ag there ever
was. But in most cases. there
isn’t and the reason is the
“run-off.” Water gets intp thé
ground, and in the under-
ground veins and pockeis by
penetration, Water falls as
rain and soaks downward.

This process is slow; the
water has to be held on the
surface for a time so that it
can soak in. In seeping down-
ward it-is filtered through
many feet of grawvel, sand or

on the earth’s surface must be
held there as long as possible
so that the soaking process
can function. This part of the
original plan was taken care
of by Nature when she car-
peted the earth with forests.
The more the land is de-
nuded of trees arid other wa-
ter-holding vegetation, the
faster the “run-off” and the
less chance the water has of
soaking into the earth: To
every living thing on this
earth, the “run-off’ is pretty
important. Something was.
said once about ‘‘the litile
pitcher that went to the well
too ofien.” .
