Copy this drawing on a large sheet of paper. Make the
large circle with a plate at least 12 inches in diameter. Make
inside circles about -- inch in diameter.

The "locket" may be a slender stick 4 inches long, a
clothespin or unsharpened pencil. Give each guest a num-
ber beginning with 1.
