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Baking Institute Gives

Tips on Turkey Stuffing

By JEANNE LESEM

New York — TPl — Fancy stuffing for the Thanksgiving
turkey can be made quickly and easily by combining pack-
aged bread stuffing with other convenience foods.

The American Institute of Baking in Chicago has worked
out a dozen variations on this theme, using everything from
canned condensed soup to frozen cranberry relish.

But first, a couple of shop-
ping tips:
-Buy one eight-ounce pack-

age of ready-to-use bread stuf-
fing for a five to six pound
bird: two packages for a 10
to 12 pound bird; three if the
turkey weighs 15 to 18
pounds; and four for a 20 to
24-pound gobbler.

—Read the manufacturer’'s
label, to determine if the mix
is seasoned or plain. If it's
unseasoned, add salt and pep-
per, plus marjoram, sage,
thyme, poultry seasoning, on-
ion or celery, or a combina-
tion of several, to taste.

Here are the recipes, each
using one 8-ounce package of
seasoned bread stuffing. In
multiplying the recipes for
larger birds, increase added
ingredients proportionately.

—Basic stuffing: follow the
manufacturer’s direction for
adding melted butter or mar-
garine and liquid. In the fan-
cier recipes, skip package di-
rections and blend the dry
mix with additional ingredi-
ents as listed.

—Applesauce stuffing: add
1/3 cup of melted butter or
margarine, 1 cup of thick ap-
plesauice, 1 teaspoon of ground
cinnamon and 3 tablespoons
of brown sugar.

—Bacon-parsley stuffing: add
14 cup of melted butter or
margarine, 3 strips of crisp
cooked bacon, crumbled, 3 ta-
blespoons each of bacon drip-
pings and chopped parsley
and 1 cup of water.

—Cheese stuffing: add
cup each of melted butter or
margarine, water and chopped
parsley, and 1 cup of grated
sharp cheese.

~Cranberry-orange stuffing:
add 1/3 cup of melted butter
or margarine, 1 cup of thawed
frozen or fresh cranberry-
orange relish, 12 teaspoon of
salt, %4 teaspoon of nutmeg
and 1 tablespoon of sugar.

—Giblet-celery stuffing: add
14" cup each of water and
melted butter or margarine,
34 cup of cooked, chopped
giblets and 2/3 cups_ of
chopped celery. é

—Mushroom stuffing: add 1
cup of sliced mushrooms sau-
teed in Y4 cup of melted but-
ter or margarine, 12 cup of
chopped celery and 14 cup of
water.

—Orange stuffing: add %4
cup each of orange juice and
melted butter or margarine,
1 teaspoon of grated orange
rind, 1 cup of orange sections,
peeled and seeded, and 2
cup of chopped celery.

-Oyster stuffing; add 1/3
cup of melted butter or mar-
garine, 1 cup each of drained
oysters, milk and chopped
celery and 2 eggs, slightly
beaten.

—Sausage stuffing: add 1
cup of cooked sausage meat
(1 pound raw), 2 tablespoons
of chopped onion, 12 cup of
chopped celery and 2 table-
spoons of water.

—Spicy apple stuffing: add
15 ecup of melted butter or
margarine, 2 cups of coarsely
chopped unpeeled apples, 12
teaspoon each of ground all-
spice, salt and ground cinna-
mon, 1 tabespoon of minced
onion, 12 cup of chopped cel-
ery, 1 egg, slightly beaten, 4
cup of water and 1 teaspoon
of lemon juice.

—Celery-nut stuffing: add 1
(101%-ounce) can of condensed
cream of celery soup, and 1/3
cup of unsalted nuis, either
pecans, walnuts, almonds or

peanuts.

How to Roast
Holiday Bird

Chicago — (Pl — The speed
with which a turkey cooks
depends on the type of roast-
ing pan used, the method of
roasting — covered or uncov-
erpd — and the oven tempera-
ture.

Here are tips from a meat
packer (Swift and Co.) that
will help you decide which
process to use on your holiday
bird.

Covered roasting is fastest,
but the bird's appearance may
not be as attractive as an
open-roasted one. In covered
roasting, a dark enamel pan
can do the job an hour faster
than a shiny, light finished
roaster.

A meat thermometer insert-
ed in the turkey’s thigh mus-
cle is the best method of test-
ing for doneness. When the
thermometer registers 190 de-
grees, the bird is ready to
serve.

A less scientific, but useful,
method involves pinching the
drumstick meat with cloth or
paper towel - covered fingers
to see if it's soft.

If you buy a.“tucked” tur-
key, skewers for trussing
won't be needed. A “tucked”
bird is one whose drumsticks
have been slipped into a slit
of skin at the base of the
breastbone to form a natural
truss.

loosely (the stufing expands in | §
cooking) and replace in tucked |}

position.

The minute your meal is
over, left-over turkey and
stuffing should part company.
The meat can be wrapped and
frozen, but should be wused
within 2 months. Stuffing can
also be frozen, if it is careful-
ly wrapped to prevent drying.
