The Labor Department said
its consumer price index rose
two-tent- of 1 per cent last
month to 125.5 per cent of
average 1947-4- 9 prices. It was
the sixth increase in the last
seven months.

1,250,000 workers in the auto,
farm equipment, aircraft and
electrical industries will get
penny-an-ho- ur pay boosts.

Prices of every major group
of goods and services except
food went up in October.
Impact of Steal Strike

About three-fourth- s of the
increase was attributed to the
impact of new 1960 cars and
a one-ce- nt a gallon rise in the
federal tax on gasoline.

garbage disposal is being
planned by the City Sanitary
Service if an application to
the city for a 10-ye- exten-
sion of its present franchise
is approved.

,In a letter1 to the city,
Charles Bottjer and Anthony
Boitano, partners in the City
Sanitary Service, expressed
an awareness of opposition to
their present dumping and
burning operations south - of
Jacksonville.

They have secured an op-
tion on land .approximately
six miles from Medford iand
north of Central Point in a
relatively isolated area. The
closest dwelling is a half mile
away, the letter said,, and
there would be no drainage
problem. They durnotfeveal
the exact location.

A land fill is an operation
where garbage is dumped in
areas of irregular terrain,
compacted, and covered with
gravel or sandy soil or both,
the letter explained. It could
be in operation here by next.
June, the letter stated.

It was pointed out that
ground used in land fill op-
erations is of a kind that
would have no other use, due
to the irregularity of the ter-
rain. But, it said that upon
the completion of a land fill
operation, the area can then
be used for agricultural pur-
poses.

This operation involves1 no
burning whatsoever, and at
the end of each day, the gar-
bage is covered up so there is
no garbage left above ground.
This eliminates - the rodent
problem 100 per cent, the let
ter said.

It was noted, however, that i

all forms of trash, and dis-

posed and abandoned items
cannot be successfully taken
care of in a land fill opera
tion. "
