Turkey Stiffened Against Reds;
Needs Assurance U. S Not Soft

Ankara, Turkey - UPI-When
the Eisenhower airplane
comes {o rest on the high Ana-
tolian Plain near the spot
where Genghis Khan entered
Turkey centuries earlier, the
American President will find
a situation not apt to be dup-
licated elsewhere on his long
trip.

Here at Turkey's capital
city of Ankara, he will find a
friend of the Western powers
that does not need to have its
-spine stiffened against Com-
munism. Instead it needs as-
surance that the spine of the
U.S.A. has not softened.

“Our major concern is not
Communism,” an official of
the national government told
this writer. “We are concern-
ed with Russians.

Don’t Trust Russians

“Communism or Czarism,
we have learned through bit-
ter centuries not to trust the
Russian. Truth and sincerity
are not his virtues. Compacts
are worthless. In a quid pro
quo, he takes the quid and
finds a reason for never giv-
ing up the quo.”

The Turkish nation is con-
cerned with the effect upon
the West in general and the
American people in particu-
lar of the recent visit of Pre-
mier Khrushchev to the
United States.

Although most of the coun-

* try, including the capital city,
is in Asia, Turkey has con-
tributed what i= said to be
the largest army in Europe to
the NATO cause. The Turks
have fought many wars with
the Russians, and they fear
they will have to fight again
if the West is lulled by the
Kremlin into relaxing its

guard.
Proud of Ataturk

Turkey is proud of three
things in its national life.
First is its military force. Sec-
ond iy the star and crescent
flag as a symbol of as fierce
a nationalism as you can find.
Third is the memory of Mus-
tafa Kemel Ataturk, who
westernized the nation and
whose spectacular tomb, per-
haps the greatest of its kind in
the world, crowns an Ankara
hilltop.

Turkey’s great national and
military pride, so evident in
Istanbul and Ankara, was ex-
emplified for this writer dur-
ing the Korean war when a
gravely wounded soldier was
brought to a front-line aid sta-

- tion. Silerit among the wound-
ed men as he waited his turn,
he uttered his first and only
words when a blood-splattered
surgeon turned to him:

“Me, 'J;urkf”

Symbolic of Turkey’s deter-
mined stand to prevent the
Russians from gaining longed-
for access to the warm water
of the Mediterranean are the
submarine nets at the juncture
of the Bosphorus and the
Black Sea. Russian vessels are
permitted to pass through a
narrow and zig-zag course be-
tween the nets, in accordance
with the Lausanne Treaty and
the Montreux Convention.
Direciness Characteristic
" The Turkish army, navy and
air force are expensive to
maintain, Their strain on the
national economy will be
made apparent- to President
Eisenhower as he is driven
over the hills through busy,
dusty Ankara and up to the
presidential palace in the

Directness is an cutstanding
Turkish characteristic. Walk-
ing down Ataturk bivd. with

a Turkish journalist, this re-
porter asked the reasbn for a
large wooden pylon being con-
structed at an intersection.

“It is to welcome the
Eisenhower party. It will be
draped with American and
Turkish flags."
Then he added; smiling:
“There’ll probably be a
banner saying ‘Welcome Ike!
Where's the money?” ”
