Washington, D.C. - The na-

. tional parks, national monu-

ments, and national wildlife
refuges of the U.S. will be the
subject of a monthly news-
paper, National Wildlands
News, the first issue of which
is due Dec. 1.

According to its first edi-

« torial, the paper intends to

“build an informed public” to
defend national sanctuaries
from pressures seeking to
commercialize or in any way
harmfully use them, and to
preserve them for the uses for
which they have been estab-
lished.

The paper's editors are as-
sisted by a group of staff re-
porters strategically located
around the country.

The editor, Devereux
Butcher, says the national
parks and other areas never
have been in such great dan-
ger of despoilment as they
are In today. Interests of
many kinds, he says, threaten
their sanctuary status, and
some of these dangers arise
from ambitious, local com-
munities which regard the
areas merely as a means for
attracting more tourist dol-
lars.

This the communities at-
tempt to do by forcing the
hand of Congress or the De-
partment of the Interior to
authorize their use for non-
conforming attractions, such
as ski lifts, tramways, yacht-
ing, and similar resort-type
facilities. The areas also are
under recurring pressure, he
says, from the proponents of
big dams, lumbering, mining,
livestock grazing and similar
interests.

Already, says Mr. Butcher,
resort developments have
crept in to an alarming de-
gree, a fact that but few
people realize; but, he adds,
if the people, the owners of
these wonderful areas, be-
come fully aware that we are
wall on the way to losing this
heritage of scenic and scien-
tific gems, little time will be
lost in setting things right.
