The Vatican has its own
postal system, armed services,
printing plant, newspaper and
bar-the last for wvisitors.

The Vatican’s greatest
treasure is its spiritual au-
thority. vested in the Pope
and the hierarchy of the
church. It is the swiritual and
nerve center of the world-
wide church, laying down its
dogma, adjudicating its dis-
putes, running its missions,
training its priests and guid-
ing its faithful.

With the age-old eccelesi-
astical robes of the church
hierarchy and the ancient,
brilliant uniforms of the
Swiss guards. the Palatine
guards of honor. the Noble
guards and Papal gendarmes,
ceremonies such as papal cor-
onations. audiences, Holy
Year observances and relig-
ious services are among the
most colorful the world
knows,
