Mid-December Seen for Rocket

Shot Toward Orbit of Venus

Cape Canaveral Fla. ~TFl-
A Thor-Able rocket is expect-
ed to stab into space about
mid-December, carrying a
man-made planetoid
equipped with America’s first
interplanetary-range ‘“‘voice.”

The shot will be aimed to-
ward the orbit of the planet
Venus. If all goes well, the
little payload will radio back
information from more than
50 million miles into deep
space-more than 100 times
the eommunications range of
any previous US, space
probe.

This likely will be Amer-
fca’'s last big space shot of
1959. Scientists hope it will
end a generzlly disappoint-
ing year on a note of success,
and make up for some of the
prestige lost last week when
America's Atlas-Able moon-
rocket fell apart shortly after
launch.

To Intersect Venus Orbit

The December shot is
planned to intersect the orbit
of Venus, but there is no hope
the payload will get to the
planet itself. Venus will be
out of position for visits from
earth-type rockets then.

The rocket planned for the
job is known as Thor-Able 1V,
member of a family of high-
ly-successful space vehicles.
The 150,000-pound thrust en-
gine of a Thor intermediate
range ballistic missile will

provide the initial boost. The |
second, or “Able,” stage will
provide 7,500 pounds of|
thrust, while the third stage |
will deliver 2.500 pounds,
Hopes for success increased
yesterday when the National
Aeronautics and Space ad-
ministration cleared the up-
per stages of blame for the
Atlas-Able failure. NASA sci-
entists said a protective nose
shroud released prematurely,
causing the payload to be
torn away.
To Test Communications

The major task of the deep
space probe will be to test
communications at interplan-
etary distances, to prepare for
shots toward Mars and Venus
in the future.

The payload, similar to
that of the Explorer VI “Pad-
dlewheel" satellite, will con-
tain a small telemetre digital
unit which will collect and
store information, to be re-
layed via radio from dis
tances of 50 million miles or
more when the transmitier is
turned on,

The planetoid will be
equipped with paddlewheels,
containing thousands of solar
cells to convert sunlight into
electrical energy = power the
instruments, The cells will
provide power inoefinitely,
whereas oréinary chemical
batteries would burn cut af-

Gas From Apples
Bad for Carrots

Geneva, N. Y. [UPD — A team
of Cornell University scien-
tists has discovered that chem-
jcal changes which produce
bitter-tasting carrots held in
cold storage with apples are
due to the action of a gas,
probably ethylene, given off
by the apples.

The theory developed from
tests of four samples of car-
rots from eight different
farms. The carrots were stor-
ed in 10 refrigerated storage
bins to determine why the
vegetables developed a bitter
flavor.

All the carrots in three bins
where there were no applés
remained free of bitterness.
In the other seven, apples
were included and all the car-
rots involved became so bit-
ter they could not be proc-
essed
