A total of 215 building per-
mits valued at $547,711 was
issued last month by the city
building department, a large
increase over the number and
valuation of permits issued in
November last year.

In November, 1958, only 80
permits, valued at $349,750,
were issued, and in the same
month of 1957, only 53 per-
mits, valued at $331,212, were
issued.

Plumbing permits, 110, ac-

counted for the majority of
last month's permits, but there
were 22 new home construc-
