Device Simplifies

Bacterial Tests

Grand Rapids. Mich. (DPD -
Robert N. Frahm, a veteran
Grand Rapids bacteriologist,
has designed a unit that en-

ables a.noviee to make posi
tive bacterial tests as quicjuy
and as cheaply as a trained
and fullv eauipped expert.
' Frahm, for 10 years the
owner of an independent bac-

teriological testing laboratory
serving dairy plants in the
area, has developed a com-

pact, table-size- d laboratory
that includes a kit for individ-
ual tests.

Frahm's unit was designed
nrieinallv for use in dairies,
but he said it is also practical
in wineries and other food
processing plants where con-

stant bacterial control is es--

sential.
The kits are made up of pre-- m

pa wired" dilution tubes and
agar, along with sealed plas-
tic ware, all sterile when re-

ceived. The test chemicals
are used once and discarded.
No sterilizing or "dish wash-ing"-oft-

responsible for as
much as 80 per cent of a lab-

oratory'! time-i- s required.
