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Atiorney General
Reviews Juvenile |
Code at Meeting |

Attorney General Robert Y. |
Thornton discussed the new |
Oregon juvenile code, his re-|
cent tour of Japan and his
survey of Japanese law en-
forcement procedures when
he met with law enforcement
officials here at a breakfast
meeting Wednesday.

This is part "of Thornton's
program of making annual
visits to ©regon communities
to confer with law enforce-
ment officials. His current|
tour has coyered Coos Bay. |
Gold Beach, Brookings and
Medford.

Thornton predicted some
difficulties in interpretation
and enforcement of the new
juvenile code which becomes |
effectiye Jan. 1. He cautioned
law enforcement officials on
the change from the old sys |
tem to procedure outlined by
the code. He advised officials
to become well informed on
the new code. |
Discussed Procedure |

He discussed the procedure’
under the code for taking a
minor under custody and the |
period of time a juvenile can |
be held for questioning be-
fore being turned over to au-
thorities. He also reviewed
problems involving detention.
The new code prohibits plac-

ing minors in jail unless it

is in an isolated sectién, he
warned. [

The courts will probably be
broad in their interpretation
of detention, he added.

The code will affect that
portion of the criminal code
which pertains to contribut-
ing to the delinquency of a
minor, he said. The code
prohibits the use of the term

“delinquent” in referring to

a minor.

Thornton said he was im-
pressed with the high caliber
of people who are making a
career of law enforcement in
Japan.

Japanese law enforcement
is set up more on a national |
basis rather than a local one,
he observed. He said he was |
surprised at the knowledge |
the Japanese had of the Ore-
gon criminal code. They had
evidently made a study of it
and had many questions re-
lating to certain crimes and
enforcement techniques and
problems involved. !

Those attending the infor-
mal breakfast included 30 law
enforcement officials.
