Now, he reaps the re
wards of past exertions.

This explains why Steven- -

son's repeated statements that
he won't actively seek a third
nomination are widely accept
ed by the pros as the plain
truth. They believe he means
what he says, and so does this
correspondent. In all logic he
has little need to go out look-

ing for anything from a party
already sure to honor him,
one way or another, if it can,

THIS does not mean, of
course, that Stevenson en-
