But in Wall Street, as in
many other areas, the Repub-
lican revival deriving from
the "peace issue"
has mortally hurt the Rocke-
feller candidacy.

The
towers of Wall Street are less
pollable, so to say, than the
ranch houses and split levels.
But it is still easy to earn
the line-u- p in the New York
financial community today.
There is some active support
for Nixon. There is a vast
amount of passive support for
Nixon. And there is very lit-

tle support, either active or
passive, for Governor Rocke-
feller.

THE Chase bank,EVEN
has the reputation

of being a Rockefeller appan-
age, has not got into the act,
although almost everyone
supposes the contrary. Prior
to Governor Rockefeller's
West Coast tour, the question
