More than 9,000 radio
broadcasting transmitters and
over 300 million receivers
bring information and enter-
tainment to the world's peo-
ples, according to the publica-
tion.

International Broadcasting

In addition to their domes-
tic services, most countries
now engage in international
broadcasting, beaming num-
erous programs daily to all
parts of the globe. Many ob-
stacles prevent it from being
fully used to promote the free
flow of ideas between coun-
tries, the study points out.

Surveying the development
of broadcasting, the study
shows that 60 per cent of the
world's transmitters and 80
per cent of its receivers are
concentrated in North Amer-
jca and Europe. The people
of under-developed countries,
particularly in Africa and
Asia, lack efficient sels to
pick up even local broadcasts.

Codding estimates that
gome 330 million additional
receivers would be needed to
assure a set for each family

in these countries and urges

receivers be designed and
mass-produced for this mar-
ket.
