Swedish Elementary Schools
Try Practical Work System

Stockholm —-{UPI- A program

of “practical work™ for boys
and girls in the eighth and
ninth grades of grammar
school provides a bonanza of
free baby sitters for Swedish
housewives. )

It also provides eager young
helpers for auto repair shops,
carpenters, department stores,
beauty parlors, offices and
other places.

But probably the most de-
lightful beneficients of the
system are mothers with
young children and no paid
help.

Under the “practical work”
program, youngsters in the
two top grades are required to
work outside the classroom
every other week. They have
a choice of jobs. Moss boys
pick auto shops or carpenters
and painters. The majority of
girls want to become hair
dressers and work in beauty
shops. But enough are inter-
ested in home-making or child
raising to provide a goodly
erop of mothers' little helpers
—without pay.

One condition: housewives
wanting such free help must
have at least two children,
preferably one under, or at
least not much older than one
year. The girls must spend
their time exclusively with
the children and must not be-
come “junior maids.”

Even so, the youngsters are
of much help to the house.

and feed babies, see to it that
older tots keep order with

their toys, read them stories,
and take the children for

walks. They also help wash
fmd iron the children's cloth-
ing.

The mothers love it. One
woman, Mrs. Maj-Lis (rhymes
with pie-lease) Johnsson, 23,
mother of two children,*aged
one and three, told United
Preas International:

“I have had girls coming
here as baby nurses to care
for the children since early
September, and they have
been like gifts from heaven.

“The children are much
better behaved,” she added,
“having somebody keep an
eye on them when they are
out playing.

“And it doesn't cost any-
thing. The girls even get their
lunch in the nearby school.”

The system to let grammar
school pupils try various jobs
before they finish school or
enter trade schools was first
tested in Stockholm and later
was adopted by many other
cities and towns.
