Free describes the
several agencies that treat al-
coholics, and try to get them
off the stuff. He tells of doc-

tors, Antabuse pills, clergy-
men, psychiatrists, lay thera-
pists, out-patient clinics, Al-
coholics Anonymous, and hos-
pitals and sanatoria.

Free's description of the
stages through which a man
goes until he becomes a defi-
nite alcoholic is excellent.
The first is “drawing a
blank,” or waking in the
morning with no memory of
the evening's drinking and as-
sociated adventures.

Next comes “sneaking
drinks;” a man sitting with
friends, having a few cock-
tails, will go to the men’s
room and, on the way past the
bar, coming and going, will
gulp two double bourbons.
Later, his wife and friends
will wonder how he managed
to get drunk on three mar-
tinis.

Then he becomes preoccu-
pied with drinking, and be-
fore going out to dinner he
will have a few snorts, just in

case there shouldn’t be enough |

alcohol at the party.

Along the way he starts
gulping his drinks. Then he
gets evasive about his drink-
ing; he won't talk easily about
it, as he used to do. Then he
begins to have a number of
“blanks.” After this it takes
usually 15 years for the man
to end up in skid row.

Loses Control

As several alcoholics have
pointed out, a man becomes
an alcoholic the day he loses
control over his drinking;
when he drinks when he very
much does not want to, and
shouldn’t. He is like the
branch manager who goes on
a bender the night his presi-
dent is due in for a wvisit.
