Plantation - grown trees are
becoming more in demand
each year among Christmas
buyers.

Trees More Cultured
Fred Trenk, executive sec-

retary of the Wisconsin Christ-
mas Tree Growers Associa-

tion, said trees this year are

A more cultured tree is one

that has been shaped and
trimmed in past seasons to
make it more symmetrical for
a family living room. By "law-abiding- ,"

Trenk meant that re-

Grown in Popularity

The exotic pines Scotch,
Norway and Jack-ha- ve grown
in popularity with the rise of
Christmas tree plantations.

tured. Only Washington, Ore
gon and Montana, among the
25 states producing trees; still
rely heavily on wild trees for
their supply. .

Wheth-
er or not she continues to
work, she should try to ar-

range some contribution to
her mother.

Lucy, on the other hand,
should try to recognize that
her own hostility is provoking
an unfriendly attitude on the
part of her brother-in-la- w.

She should try to rid herself
of her resentment toward him
and her sister and should seek
fulfillment in life for herself.
