Rate Dropping;

312 Die on Roads
Fires Take 27 Lives,
3 Die in Air Crashes

The Christmas high way

death rate took a heartening
drop through the day Satur-
day but the biggest homeward
rush was yet to come.

At 11 pm. a United Press
International count showed at
least 312 persons killed in
traffic so far. Fire had taken
27 lives, plane crashes ac-

counted for 3 fatalities and
61 deaths were attributed to
miscellaneous causes for an
overall total of 403.

California led the nation
with 23 highway deaths, fol-

lowed by New York, with 22,
and Pennsylvania and Texas,
with 18 each. Michigan and
North Carolina each had 15.

The highway death count,
however, compared favorably
with the corresponding figure
for 1953, the nation's
Christmas weekend, when 523
persons eventually died in
traffic.

K's Demurral of
Date Causes Snags

Washington (UPD -- The
United States planned Satur-
day to consult with other
Western allies on Soviet Pre-
mier Nikita Khrushchev's de-

murral to April 27 as a sum-
mit conference date. .

Officials hope the problem
can be worked out despite
some snags. .

Khrushchev notified the
Allies that he would welcome
a summit conference but sug-

gested April 21 or May 4 as
the date. He pointed out that
April 27 date proposed by the
West would conflict with the
Soviet Union's May Day cele-

bration.
No Official Statement

Mrs. Anne Wheaton, asso-

ciate White House press sec-

retary, said there would be no
official statement on Khrush-
chev's request but made it
plain there would have to be
close consultation with the
British, French and West Ger-
man governments.

Mrs. Wheaton noted that
Khrushchev's alternate dates
would conflict with British
and French arrangements.
British Prime Minister Har-
old Macmillan is scheduled
to meet with Commonwealth
Ministers in London May 3.

The earlier date of April
21 would undoubtedly be in-
convenient for French Presi-
dent Charles de Gaulle who
has planned to visit the Unit-
ed States and Canada about
that time.

Mrs. Wheaton said Allied
consultations have not yet
gotten underway inasmuch as
President Eisenhower wants
to confer on the problem with
Secretary of State Christian
A. Herter who was out of
town.

Albany, N.Y. (UPD Gov.
Nelson A. Rockefeller bowed
out Saturday as a candidate
for the Republican president-
ial nomination, leaving an '

open field to Vice President
Richard M. Nixon.

In an announcement that
he was not a candidate,
Rockefeller said without men-
tioning Nixon's name that he
had found party leaders were
"opposed to any contest for
the nomination'

The wealthy New York gov-
ernor said his decision was
"definite and final" and based
on criss-cros- s trips throughout
the country. He also slammed
the door shut on acceptance
of the nomination for vice
president.

Rockefeller said, that to
make a fight for top spot
would "entail a massive strug-
gle in primary elections
throughout the nation - de-

manding so greatly of my time
and energy that it would
make impossible the fulfill-
ment of my obligations as
governor of New York."
'Just A Decision'

The governor's statement
was issued to newsmen by
Robert McManus, assistant
press secretary.. Rockefeller
was in New York City. When
interviewed just before ' he
boarded a train to go to Phila-

delphia to visit his wife's fam-

ily, he said:
"I feel fine. It waa Just a

decision." ,

Rockefeller smiled and wav-
ed but refused to say any-
thing further. When he arriv-
ed in Philadelphia, he told
newsmen he would not have
anything to add to his state-
ment until he holds a news
conference in Albany, N.Y.,
"sometime next week." Rock-
efeller apparently was refer-
ring to his regular news con-
ference as the state's chief
executive.

lionaire, who gained national
prominence with an over-

whelming gubernatorial win
over Democrat W. Averell
Harriman last year, said he
felt his decision to avoid the
national race this year was in
the best interests of country
and party.
Pressed For Action

Rockefeller's decision came
as supporters pressed him for
action in New Hampshire
where the
primary will held in March.

The governor said he ex-

pected to support the choice
of the GOP convention as well
as the party's campaign plat-
form.

Clashes Reported

On Iraq Borders;

Five Said Killed
. Tehran, Iran (UPD One
hundred Iraqians were report-
ed Saturday to have clashed
with Iraqi border patrols
while trying to flee into Iran.

Press reports said that four
of the group trying to leave
Iraq were killed, along with
one border guard. Iranian bor-
der , patrolmen apparently
were not involved in the clash,
the .latest in a series of inci
dents along the long frontier
between the two countries.
Country in Turmoil

.The border is rigidly sealed
and guarded by well-arme- d

troops against flight by Iraq-
ians who oppose the regime of
Premier Abdel Karim Kassem.
The country is in turmoil with
waves of arrests reported. A
trial opened in Baghdad Sat-

urday for a number of per-
sons accused of taking part
in the attempt to assassinate
Kassem last Oct. 7.

The fighting took place near
Khanaquin, Iraq, small town
about 100 miles northeast of
Baghdad, the reports said.
Senate Meets

The Iranian senate met Sat-
urday in secret session to
hear a report on the boder
crisis from Foreign Minister
Abbas Aram.

The trouble started earlier
this month when Iraq Pre-
mier Abdel Karim Kassem re
vived old claims to a small
area of territory along the
border now held by Iran.

.President Kicnard Nixon is

Nixon Believed

Assured Now

Washington - (UPD - Repub-
licans generally greeted Gov.
Nelson A. Rockefeller's with-
drawal announcement Satur-
day

' as insuring the nomina-
tion of Vice President Rich-
ard M. Nixon for the presi-
dency.
' Although some said they
had expected Rockefeller to
bow out, the announcement
caught Nixon's closest associ-
ates by surprise. .The vice
president himself was report-
ed on a Washington sight-
seeing tour with ' his two
daughters and a nephew.

In a statement through his
office, three hours after the
Rock efeller announcement,
Nixon said:
'Excellent Impression'

, "Gov. Rockefeller has made
an excellent impression in
the states he has visited in
the past few months. People
throughout the nation have
recognized him as a leader
of national and international
stature.

"Regardless of the decision
he has announced today, he
is a man destined for continu-
ing leadership in the Repub
lican party and the nation in
the years ahead."

Nixon's statement still did
not make him an avowed can-
didate for the nomination. He
has indicated that this an-
nouncement could be ex-

pected about Feb. 1.
Nomination Assured

Rep. Clarence J. Brown of
Ohio, veteran GOP National
Committee member, said
Rockefeller's action seemed to
assure the nomination of Nix-

on, who might now not need to
formally announce his candi-
dacy.

Rep. John W. Byrnes (R- -

Wis.), chairman of the House
Republican policy committee
and a Nixon backer, said the
announcement made it "per
fectly clear" that Nixon would
be nominated.

While the Rockefeller an
nouncement was taken gener-
ally at face value, it was
greeted' with skepticism in
some quarters where there
was speculation the New York
governor might be trying to
encourage a draft.

St. Paul, Minn. (UPD - Min-
nesota Gov. Orville L. Free-
man Saturday ordered an end
to martial law at Albert Lea,
Minn., but kept 100 National
Guardsmen at the gates of the
Wilson & Co. packing plant,

The 16 days of martial law
were to end at midnight Sun
day. A spokesman for Free
man said, however, that the
present force of 100 troopers
would remain until authori
ties determined how many
were needed.

The guardsmen were to
serve only as auxiliary police-
men to the Albert Lea police
force and the Freeborn coun-
ty sheriff.

Blinding Blizzard

Hits New Mexico

Vaughn, N.M.-ffJPD- -A blind-
ing blizzard struck much of
eastern New Mexico Satur-
day and ended just as sud-
denly late Saturday night
before 600 stranded motorists
could settle in makeshift
beds.

The storm, described as one
of the worst in the state's his-

tory during the 10 hours it
existed, dumped 10 to 12 inch-
es of snow on the ground.
Winds up to 35 miles an hour
whipped it into a blizzard as
temperatures dropped to 20 to
26 degrees and visibility was
zero.

Motorists abandoned their
cars and were helped to shelt-
er at the small communities
of Vaughn, Encino, Santa
Rosa, Willard and Corona by
state police and highway de-

partment crews. State police
closed all highways within a
50-mi- le radius of Vaughn.

Then, at 9 pjn., about 10
hours after the storm had be-

gun, the winds calmed, the
snowfall ended and tempera-
tures began to rise. All high-
ways were reopened and mot-
orists were permitted to re-

sume their journeys.

PanAm Boeing 707

Sets Speed Record
Honolulu-(DPD- -A Pan Amer-

ican World Airways Boeing
707 jet carrying 102 passen-
gers and 11 crewmen set a
new commercial speed record
Saturday of five hours and
45 minutes on the flight from
Tokyo to Honolulu.

The plane was piloted by
Captain Dent Terrell and
eclipsed the old mark of six
hours and 12 minutes set Nov.
14. Riding on a tail wind av-

eraging 138 miles an hour,
the jet hit maximum speeds
up to 780 miles an hour while
flying at 33,000 feet.
