Thompson said he
made the deposits when it
was convenient to him.
Thompson was on the wit-
ness stand for two hours yes-
terday. He was able to ac-
count for_ his whereabouts
fhroughout” Labor Day when
52,700 was taken from the
Safeway store in the Medford
Shopping Center during a
holdup.

Thompson's testimony yes-
terday afternoon consisted of
what he had eaten on Sept. 7,
work he had done on his
acreage near Klamath Falls,
who was visiting him, a tele-
phone conversation incident
involving Thompson's daugh-
ter and boy friend. a visit by
relatives and a trip to Oregon
Technical Institute.
