No; people must tell
their families, or executors,
that they want their eyes
given to a bank. The per
son's eyes must be removed
by a surgeon and sent to
the Eye Bank within three
hours after death, and the
transplantation to a blind per
son must be performed with-
in the next 24 or 36 hours.
If what I read recently is
true, soon eyes in "a bank"
will be kept for weeks in a
special solution.

Details of mailing the eyes,
or sending them by airplane,
have been worked out. A spe
cial package has been made:
the Red Cross volunteer mo-
tor helps, and the Eastern Air
Lines transport the eyes with
out charge. Eyes which are
not needed in Chicago are
sent to the Eye Bank in New
York. The Eye Bank in Chi-

cago was organized by the
Illinois Society for the Pre
vention of Blindness, with
the cooperation of the Chi
cago Ophthalmological Socie-

ty. The New York office is
called the New. York Eye
Bank for Sight Restoration,
Inc. Today there are full-tim- e

workers in the Chicago bank,
and last year 210 eyes were
made available to ophthalmol
ogists. In 11 years, 694 eyes
have been donated. It is a
fine thoughtful type of per
son who wants, after he is
gone, to do his bit toward
helping some blind person to
see.

Dope Addicts
I now read that the Fed

eral Bureau of Narcotics' Sta-
tistics have shown that there
are 44,148 dope addicts in
the United States. Most of
them are under 30 years of
age. It is estimated that they
are paying $300,000,000 a
year to gangsters to supply
them with heroin alone. The
addicts who just must find
somewhere a large sum of
money for their dope, usually
do not work, so they are com-

pelled to rob someone in order
to get the money. They can't
go without dope because this
is so very painful to them. The
