Haffield Asks
Return of Lands
Owned by U.S.

Salem-TP1-Gov. Mark Hat-|
field said Friday he has ask-|
ed all members of Oregon’s|
Congressional delegation to|
join him in efforts to restore
to the state’s economy several |
large areas of Oregon land un-i

der federal ownmership.

The tracts, acquired by the|
federal government during|
World War II but no longer |
used for defense purposes,|
should be released so they can |
be restored to the tax rolls
and put into productive use,|
he said. i

Some of the areas have po-|
tential use as industrial sites,
the governmor said. He cited
the 96,000 - acre Boardman
bombing range in Morrow
county, which will be near|
the John Day pool when that
dam is completed. This area
has great potentiality for in-
dustrial development. |
Action Initiated

Action has been 1n1tiated|
by the Morrow county court|
to obtain release of the Board- I
man tract. The Oregon de-|
partment of Planning and De-|
velopment, assisted by a team
of technicians from other |
state agencies, is working ac-
tively on the project.

Investigations also are un-
der way on several other fed-
erally-owned tracts, including
the now-unused Beaver am-
munition storage and loading
area on the lower Columbia
river.

Assistance Asked

“I have written to our two
senators and four congress-
men asking for their assist-
ance in putting these lands
back into economic use,” Hat-
field said. “This is an oppor-
tunity for all of us, as rep-
resentatives of the people of
Oregon, to join forces in a
project that will make a ma-
jor contribution to the eco-
nomic development of our
state.”

He added that action might
be required in some instances,
but there also was a possibili-
iy of obtaining release of the
lands through negotiation or
exchange.
