the entire situation.

If Karen were Wanda's only
friend and if the girls were
spending all their free time
together, there might indeed
be something to worry about.
The fact that Wanda also goes
out with her own crowd and
that she meets Karen in an

acceptable social setting
should be enough to reassure
her mother. Malicious tongues
might wag at anything under
the sun, but no well-meanin- g,

sensible person should con-
demn Wanda solely because
of her casual friendship with
a girl with a "past."

On the other hand, we think
Mrs. E. N. is right to be con-
cerned about any influence
Karen might have on Wanda's
moral outlook.

Suitland, Md. (Science Serv-
ice) A continued succession
of vigorous storms moving
across the country from the
southwest through the cen-

tral plains and into the north-
east is the weather pattern
foreseen for the coming 30
days by the Weather Bureau's
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extended forecast section
here. '

Its 30-da- y outlook for the i

period from now until mid- -
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tures to average below season-
al normals over the western
half of the nation. Greatest
temperature extremes are ex-

pected over the Plateau states.
Over the eastern half of the
country near normal averages
are anticipated, except for the
southeast, where above nor-

mal temperatures are in pros-
pect-

Precipitation is expected to
exceed normal over most of
the nation, except for sub-

normal amounts over the Pa-

cific northwest and extreme
southeast.
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
