Because the lump is made
of muscle, much like that of
the rest of the womb, in most
cases there are no symptoms,
and there never will be any.
Today our leading professors
of gynecology don't feel that
there is any particular reason
for removing the nodule un-

less it starts growing rapidly,
or unless it causes the woman
to flood badly every month.
If she is flooding so badly that
she is getting anemic, then
the womb must be removed.
For years, gynecologists used
to threaten these women with
cancer if they didn't have the
lump out, but today practical-
ly every teacher of gynecolo-
gy agrees that the muscle very
rarely turns into cancer tis-

sue. In all my lifetime of
medicine I can remember on-

ly one case in my own prac-
tice in which this happened.
