The show is a comedy por-
trayval of the West in sketch-
es, songs and dance.

Miss Kallen said in her
opinion there are few women
in her field because “this is a
back - breaking, frustrating
profession” where you are
subject to the combined pres-
sures of the client, the agency,
the star and all technical
facets of the medium.

“And I don't pretend that
working hasn’t affected the
job I do as a mother,” she
said. She is the wife of an
engineer and has two chil-
dren, a boy of 6 and a girl
of 3.
