Trujillo Under Close Guard as Regime
Faces Most Severe Test in Decades

Editor's note: The following dis-
patch presents an authoritative ap-
praisal of the present political situ-
ation within the Dominican Repub-
lie. It is based on on-the-spot re-
ports of trained foreign observers.
The report can not be atiributed
because of swift and sure reprisal
against Dominican sources. How-
ever, all sources questioned for the
material In the report are regarded |
as of the highest order.

San Juan, P.R. — P} — For|
the first time in more than
three decades of undisputed
rule in the Dominican Repub-
lie, strongman Generalissimo
Rafael Leonidas Trujillo to-
day is under heavy guard in
Ciudad Trujillo.

There is a “watch and wait"”
atmosphere in the Dominican
capital. The Trujillo regime
is regarded as facing its most
severe crisis,

The 68-year-old Generalis-
simo moves cautiously these
days. The army and national
police watch over his every
movement. Foot police patrol
every block around quiet
Cesar Nicolas Penson st.
where the Generalissimo
lives. Recently, tanks appear-
ed before the big white house.
Soate-Church Crisis

Trujillo has not abandonedf
his vegrs-long custom of a
nightly stroll along city bou-
levards. But now the entire
area is blocked off to traffic
and prowl cars stalk the
neighborhood.

A crisis in state-church re-
lations has aggravated the
Dominican situation. It was
touched off by a pastoral let-
ter read in all churches on
Jan. 31. The public reaction
was immediate and dramatic.
Women wept as they put
their jewelry in the collec-
tion plate.

Trujillo’s reaction also was
sudden. The controlled press
the next day wurged closer
state-church relations and
praised the concordat govern-

ing them. Previously, the
same means had been used to
criticize it.

The present opposition |
movement to Trujillo ranges|

from business and profession-
al men and the upper classes
in general and these are men-
acing factors which threaten
continuation of the Trujillo
regime.

2.000 "Detained’

The opposition of the
church-80 per cent of Domin-
icans are Roman Catholics -
and a business slump are other
factors threatening the re-
gime. On his side, however,
are control of the armed
forces and the continued

]fierce loyalty of the country
people.

More than 2,000 Domini-
| cans have already been “de-
tained” in the new plot
against Trujillo. It is not
known how many are still
held in prisons or stockades.
Forty persons a week ago
were summarily tried and sen-
tenced to 30 years at hard
Iabor.

Most of then were promin-

ent citizens and eyewitnesses
said their courtroom appear-
ance for the one-day trial in-
dicated they had been sub-
jected to prison abuse. The
same sources said more po-
litical arrests and trials may

be expected momentarily as
the movement against Trujil-
lo gains ground.

Male and female prisoners
alike have been subjected to
brutal treatment to obtain
“confessions,” sources in Ciu-
dad Trujillo said.

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Hearings Planned On New Sfafe Law

A public hearing on rules
for administration of the new
Oregon law prohibiting dis-
in employment
because of age will be held in
Medford, Labor Commission-
er Norman O. Nilsen, Salem,
has announced. A date for the
hearing will be set later.

The hearing here is one of
a series scheduled throughout
the state starting Feb. 17 in
Ontario. Other hearings will
be held in Baker, Pendleton,
Bend, Klamath Falls, Rosen-
burg, Coos Bay, The Dalles,
Astoria, Eugene, Portland and
Salem.

All hearings are expected
to be concluded by mid-

March.

Nilsen said the public is in-
vited to the hearings to ex-
press views on administrative
rulings interpreting the law.
They deal with questions
raised by employers and wage
earn=rs as to who is subject
to the law, the law's effect on
various hiring policies and

retirement plans, who can
file complaints and similar
problems.

He said he hoped the hear-
ings would give all inlerested
individuals and groups an op-
portunity to voice their views
on enforcement of the law,
and acquaint employers and
workers with it.
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De Gaulle May
Issue Decrees

Paris — [Pl — President
Charles de Gaulle called a
cabinet meeting today to
launch a new phase of his
hard-hitting drive to smash
rightist subversion and clear
the way for a solution to the
Algerian problem.

De Gaulle was expected to
announce his first decrees un-
der the emergency, near-dic-
tatorial powers he was grant-
ed as a result of the Algerian
rightist insurrection. The de-
crees would tighten up the
penal code to permit more
government freedom in deal-
ing with suspected subver-
sives.

At least 30 rightists in met-
ropolitan France and Algeria
were in jail or being sought
on suspicion of subversion or
other crimes against the state

Tuesday in Algiers, the
city's newly-appointed public
prosecutor, Robert Schmelck,
warned that the government
would relentlessly pursue its
intention to punish those re-
sponsible for the tense days
of the uprising that began
two weeks ago.

The prosecutor vowed “‘ju-
dicial action will be pursued
firmly against those who took
an active part in planning,
directing and carrying out the
insurrection.”

Bring Questions to
Revenue Officials

Washington — TP} — “I don't
know what form to use.”

“Can you deduct eyeglass-
es?”

Listen to the taxpayers —
the trim blonde with 3 Swe-
dish accent. the young auto
mechanic wearing heavy
black boots — as they tell why
they have come to the Internal
Revenue Service for help in
filling out their tax returns.

About 500 of them showed
up in one day at the IRS of-
fice here, a heavier than
normal turnout. Most were
working people clutching W-2
forms, telling how much they
earned last yvear.

IRS officials in Dallas de-
scribed the parade of puzzled
taxpayers there as “extremely
large.”

The San Francisco IRS of-
fice received 13.432 phone in-
quiries last month. The Kans-
as City, Kan., office said it
had been bombarded by a
“heavy" number of tax ques-
tions. The Kansas City, Mo.,
office has received more than
200 queries a day since it
opened early last month.

Why do they come and
phone?

“I couldn’t figure out my
own tax and I couldn't find
anvbody around who could. I
can't afford to pay anybody
to,”” Kenneth E. Fleet, 22, a
garage mechanic, told the IRS
here.

The 7,000 Treasury agents
assigned to the taxpayver-assis-
tance program politelv de-
cline to fill out the tax forms
for people. They explain what
questions mean and how to
read the tax tables.
