terial was harmless white
mucus and not yellow or
greenish pus, such as would
have indicated a sinusitis.
They looked into the nose and
found it free from pus; then
perhaps they did what I al-

ways do, and said, "Let me
see your handkerchief." If, at
the end of a day it was clean,
the doctor said, "Go back to
your physician; you have no
sinusitis; and forget your post-
nasal drip." Usually, the pa-

tient, unconvinced, keeps go-

ing around, trying desperate-
ly, to find a man who will
operate on him, and will keep
treating his nose for a year
or two.
