Olympic Games

The coming Olympic
Games, the winter segment
of which begins this Thursday
at Squaw Valley, are of in-

terest to most Americans, even
those not usually sports-consciou- s.

Naturally enough, they
are of special interest to Sam
Bellah. .

Bellah competed as a pole
vaulter and broad jumper in
the 1908 Olympics in London
and the 1912 games in Stock-
holm. He finished fifth in the
pole vault both years and was
a finalist in the broad jump
in the London games.

In 1912, he also was a
member of the U. S. javelin
team, a group which saw no
action during the games.

The javelin at that time
was relatively new to U. S.
athletes, Bellah says, and
most of them were able to
toss it only about 155 feet.
The top American javelin
man hit a mark of 160 feet.
Watch Decathlon

Members of the U. S. squad
vere watching the decathlon,
which includes the javelin
throw as one of its 10 events,
Bellah explains, and the
Swedish athletes were almost
effortlessly hitting marks of
from 165 to 185 feet.

"And those guys weren't
even Sweden's specialists in
the event," laughs Bellah.
"We decided not to enter."

In Bellah's athletic heydey,
U. S. competitors won Olym-
pic berths if they made good
showings in trials held on the
Atlantic and Pacific coasts
and in the midwest. Bellah
took first place in the Pa-
cific coast pole vault trials in
both Olympic years, won the
broad jump trials in 1908 and
the javelin trials in 1912.
