The Tornado went to Klamath
without Lowell Dean, who has
an ankle sprain. Part-time

ed his ankle and non-starting
regular Booth Deakins went
in, Reserve Cal Dean replaced
Ken Durkee when the guard
acquired his fourth foul in the
third stanza. And, Quinney,
Deakins and Cal Dean were
all cogs in the victory. Shults,
