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Teamster Union President
James R. Hoffa said Thurs
day that political contribu
tions made by two St. Louis
locals in 1956 were legal and
made under a system that
previously had been checked
by a grand jury.

The Justice Department an
nounced that the two St. Louis
locals and six officers, includ-
ing International Vice Presi
dent Harold J. Gibbons, had
been indicted on charges of
making illegal political con
tributions from union funds
in 1956 to the campaigns of
two senators and two repre
sentatives, i n c 1 u d ing Sen.
Wayne Morse (DOre.).
Financial Aid Voted .

Hoffa announced that the
Teamsters International Ex-

ecutive Board, meeting here,
had voted unanimously to
give Gibbons and the other
indicted officials "financial
and moral support to what-
ever extent necessary" to fight
the indictments.

In Washington, a statement
from Morse said he had never
personally received any cam-

paign contributions from the
Teamsters' Union but that he
had received voluntary con-

tributions from rank and file
union members. He drew a
distinction between funds
which are contributed volun-
tarily by union members and
funds which come directly
from union treasuries.
