solid front of compulsory re-
tirement at 65 . is "slowly
crumbling," according to a
survey.

Several big corporations,
such as Consolidated Edison
Co. and American Cyanamid
Co., have stretched manda-
tory retirement ages from the
traditional 65 to 68, the trade
publication Industrial Rela-
tions News said.

The magazine made a sur-

vey of 28 . additional major
corporations and found a soft-

ening of attitudes toward the
present retirement age. Twen-
ty five per cent of the firms
already have instituted "flex-
ible" retirement policies, and
another 25 per cent make
"frequent exceptions" to the
65 retirement age.

"There's every likelihood
that changes in corporate re-

tirement policies, especially
the trend toward flexibility,
will pick up' speed over the
next 10 years," the study said.

Behind this switch in re-

tirement policies, the report
indicated, is the changing
population makeup that will
bring a shrinkage in the 35-4- 4

age group and a 20 per
cent increase in the number
of older workers.

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An Assailant Should Notify
His Victim if He Gives Up
The Fight

John had a grudge against
Richard, and one evening he
maliciously started a fight
with him intending to kill
him. After hitting Richard
with a hammer and tempora-
rily stunning him, John
changed his mind and decided
to leave without killing him.

Richard, however, threw
off the effects of the blow and
came at John with a knife;
John was forced to kill him
to save his own life.

John, charged with first de-

gree murder, defended him-
self on the theory of self de-

fense. He said there were two
fights: one in which he was
the aggressor and a second in
which Richard was the ag-

gressor. John says he aban-
doned the- first fight before
the second fight began. Yet,
he was convicted of first de-

gree murder.
Notification Necessary ,

The court said that an ag-

gressor in a fight cannct claim
that he struck the fatal blow
in self defense unless, before
the blow, he withdrew in good
faith from the combat. Also,
the aggressor must have
brought home to the assaulted
man notice, that the fight had
ended. Abandonment of the
assault and reasonable notice

are essential to restore to the
aggressor the right of self de-
fense.

Should the victim be in-

jured to the extent that he
cannot understand that the
fight is over, then it is the
assailant's, fault and he must
bear the consequences. If the
assailant keeps his weapon in
his hand, the victim is neither
expected nor required to ac-

cept a statement that the fight
is over. .
Mind Taken Away

In the above example, if
John had quit the combat be-

fore he killed Richard, he
did not show it in any way.
The court said, "while the de-

ceased had eyes to see and
ears to hear, he had no mind
to comprehend, for his mind
was taken from him (by John)
at the first assault. Through-
out, the whole affray the de-

ceased was guilty of no wrong.
When (Richard) attempted to
kill the defendant, he thought
that he was acting in self-defen-

and, according to his
lights, he was acting in self-defens-

If John had withdrawn
from the fight and conveyed
his withdrawal to Richard and
if Richard had continued to
come at John with a knife,
then the theory of self-defen-

might have served John.
