Dauer, medical adviser for the
National Office of Vital Sta-
tistics, told Science Service..
Thousands Unreported

There are thousands of un-

reported illnesses not caused
by Asian flu viruses, in ad-
dition to large numbers of un-

reported cases of Asian influ-
enza. Many cases of intesti-
nal flu and respiratory dis-
eases in the U.S. are caused
by viruses other than the
Asian strains, he explained.
, Across the border, recent
reports have indicated that
Canada is experiencing num-
erous cases of throat infect-
ions.- Examinations of speci-
mens have revealed that many
of the illnesses were caused
by adenoviruses, which are
responsible for throat infec-
tions. No Asian viruses were
isolated from these particular
cases.
Mixture of Viruses

Examination of other groups
of Canadians revealed that
they were- - infected with' a
mixture of viruses. In fact,
Dr. Dauer said, mixtures of
viruses were reported, in
many cases, more frequently
than Asian flu virus.

Dr. Dauer spoke before an
international conference on
Asian influenza here. Refer-
ring to the epidemic of Asian
flu in 1957, he urged flu ex-

perts to perfect an "early
warning system

Public health officials were
two months late in recogniz-
ing the approaching flu epi-
demic in 1957, he said. He was
referring to the fact that, the
Chinese had identified the vi-

rus in Hong Kong two months
earlier and officials first be-

came aware of the flu threat
through an U.S. newspaper
article.
