Dr. Paul H. Jeserich told
dentists Monday that "I can
see no valid reason which
should prevent any city from
using fluoridation a health
measure that has proved
safe, effective and economi-
cal.".

He said more than 43 mil-
lion Americans drink fluori-
dated water which he said
had been proved to reduce in-

cidence of tooth decay by
about 65 per cent.

Dr. Jeserich added that all
water contains some fluoride
so that adding it did not mean
adding a foreign substance to
water.
