Faces de Gaulle

Paris-UP}-The threat of an
eruption in the farm crisis
loomed Tuesday to embarrass
President Charles de Gaulle's
government during Soviet
Premier Nikita Khrushchev's
delaved visit to France this
month.

If the trip had come off on
schedule—it was to have
started today—there would
have been little concern.

But Khrushchev came down
with the flu in Moscow. Mon-
day it was announced he
would not arrive until March
23 and that his stay would be
shortiened from 14 to 11 days.
The delay meant that much
more time for the simmering
dispute over de Gaulle’s stern
farm price policies to develop
into a full scale political
brawl.

Session Wanted

Farm leaders already are
pressing for an emergency
session of the National As-
sembly, suspended after the
Algerian settlers’ insurrec-
tion, to challenge de Gaulle's

year-long right to rule by de-
cree.

Such a move, along with
threatened mass protest dem-
onstrations, would be a source
