Tomorrow’s automobile will
probably be glued together.

Two adhesive experts told
this to the Society of Automo-
tive Engineers here. A. Far-
ley Thompson and Albert F.
Martin of the coatings and
sealers division of Minnesota
Mining & Manufacturing com-
pany reported that structural

adhesives can compete with
welding and riveting for fas-
tening light metals such as
aluminum.

“The fact that joining with
adhesives forms a seal as well
as a bond should not be over-
looked,” Thomson and Mar-
tin's research paper said.
