Preliminary Plans

For Expansion of

Airport Finished
Medford city officials have

completed preliminary plan-

ning for expansion of munici-

pal airport facilities to handle
future jet service, City Man-

ager Robert Duff said today.
When the airport expansion

can be done, however, re-

mains to be seen, he said,
since it will require consider-
able expense. As of now,
Duff said, there are no federal
funds available to help defray
costs for such expansion.

Indications are that jet serv-
ice here may be five years
away, but local airline offic-
ials and city representatives
agree that jet service in the
future is certain.
Returns From Meeting

Ken W. Cook, ground serv-
ice manager here for United
Air Lines, recently returned
from Chicago where he at-

tended the annual "flight
plan" meeting of the com-

pany, where plans for expand-
ing present DC-- 8 jet sched-

ules, and the introduction of
the Boeing 720 medium-rang- e

jet service this summer, were
reviewed.

Cook said United "now has
a total investment of $383
million for 78 jet airplanes.
The commitment includes 40
long - range Douglas DC-8- s,

with 20 already delivered; 18
medium -- range Boeing 720s,
and 20 short - range French
Caravelles.

"Service by these jets,"
Cook said, "will continue to
be expanded to additional
cities as the airplanes become
available."

Runways at the Medford
airport, like runways at most
airports this city's size, are
not long enough to handle
even the short-rang- e jets, he
noted.

Cook said jet service here
by United is probably five
years away, and that one of
the items which is now delay-
ing short and medium-rang-e

service throughout the coun-

try is runway length.
Duff estimated that the

north - south main runway,
which is now 5,400 feet long,
may have to be extended an
additional 3,000 feet to pro-
vide sufficient length for
short-rang- e jet planes.

- Cook noted that the French
Caravelle uses a comparative-
ly short runway, but one long-
er than the present Medford
runway.

Extending the north - south
runway, Duff said, would in-

volve purchasing additional
property, probably the most
expensive item in such an
expansion program, along
with some road relocation and
sufficient land for "clear
zones" at the end of runways.

What the cost of an airport
expansion program would be
has not been estimated other
than it would be an extensive
investment.

Bases Rejected
Geneva (UPD T h e United

States today summarily re
jected Soviet demands for the
liquidation of overseas bases
as the first step toward dis-

armament. It said American
troops would remain as long
as they are needed "to defend
the Free World's security."
Not Fruitful

U. S. delegate Frederick M.
Eaton told the Dis
armament Conference that it
would be "neither profitable
nor fruitful" to discuss over-
seas bases here.

He was replying to repeat-
ed Soviet demands for the
"liquidation of foreign bases."
Eaton said American troops
are stationed abroad by invi
tation of the host countries,
Delegate Reminded

He sharply reminded Rus-
sia's Valerian Zorin that the
Soviets also have troops sta
tioned outside their borders,
but with this difference- -

they were not always invited.
They have gone there some
times as the result of direct
attack or political action and
have been used on occasions
against hostile populations,
Eaton said.

Eaton-di- d --not refer specifi
cally to the Hungarian free
dom uprising of 1956 or the
East German workers revolt
against the Communist regime
in 1953, but his meaning was
clear.

The Jackson county budget
committee this morning tabled
the county planning commis-
sion's budget request of
$14,226 pending a regional
planning meeting tomorrow
night in the county court-
house.

The budget committee ap-

parently felt the needs of the
planning commission could be
more accurately determined
after the organizational meet-

ing. Purpose of the meeting
is to have a coordinated plan-
ning program for all cities
and towns of Jackson county.

The $14,226 total budget re-

quest for the 1960-6- 1 fiscal
year is a $444 increase over
the current year's budget of
$13,782.
Major Items

Major budget items include
$460 for planning, a new item;
$5,388 annual salary for plan-
ning technician, $240 increase
over current salary of $5,148;
assistant planning technician's
salary of $4,032, a new item;
secretary's salary of $3,096,
increase of $324 over the cur-
rent salary of $2,772.

Gordon Hudson, Medford
druggist and budget commit-
tee member, argued that the
planning commission is wast-

ing money the more it delays
putting in a county zoning
program. "We should get more
money in this budget to hire
more people and get it done
or forget it altogether," Hud-
son urged.

Arnold Bohnert, Central
Point area farmer and com-
mittee member, pointed out
that the county would not
have some of the problems it
has now if county-wid- e zoning
had been voted in several
years .ago.
Land-Us- e Study

Lynn Newbry, Ashland
packinghouse owner and bud-
get committee member, urged
that county -- wide zoning be
applied first, then a land-us- e

study be completed to estab-
lish zone variations. Setting
up land use areas is merely
creating opposition to zoning,
he emphasized.

Alva Walker, Gold Hill,
representative of the Rogue
River Basin Flood Control
and Water Resources associ-
ation, was to appear before
the budget committee about
noon today to request a tenta-
tive fund of $4,000 to $5,000
for promotional expenses.

African Racial

Demonstrations

In Second Day
Johannesburg, South Africa

-lU- opened fire today
to disperse native African
mobs demonstrating in the
streets of the town of Langa
near Capetown in the second
day of racial violence.

There were no reports of
casualties in the latest inci-
dent. But the unofficial toll
in two days of fighting stood
at about 100 dead and nearly
300 wounded.
Massive Strike Feared

Officials feared a massive
strike of African workers
was imminent to protest laws
which force them to carry
identity cards at all times or
face arrest.

Rioters burned two schools,
automobiles and government
buildings in Langa Monday
night. Unofficial estimates
said 12 persons were killed
in Langa then, with at least
70 others killed in other
towns. Ten more Africans
died in hospitals today.

Generally, South Africa was
quiet but tense.

Prior to 1906 the Tribune
had published as an Ashland
daily for several years and
was known as the Ashland
Daily Tribune. However, in
that year it moved to Med-

ford,. because in trie words
of its first editor, J. M. Pot-
ter, as written in an editorial
in that first edition:
Better Vantage Point

"Medford is a better point
of vantage from which to
view and report the great
work of developing the entire
county (Jackson) as it is more
advantageously located. Med-
ford is the hub of one of the
greatest . agricultural, timber
and mineral sections in the
U.S. and as its capital it must
necessarily grow in import-
ance as a trading center."

In 1909 the Tribune con-

solidated with the Medford
Mail and assumed its present
name. The paper has been at
its existing location on Fir
st. since 1911 although many
changes have been made in
the building since then.

It now ranks as the sixth
largest paper in the state, be-

hind those in Portland, Salem
and Eugene. Gerald T.
Latham, business manager,
says the paper is looking to-

ward a circulation of 25,000
within the next ten years.

From 1906 to 1921 the
newspaper was printed by
means of a flatbed press. The
capacity of this flatbed was
minimal when compared to
the capacity of the new press
which the paper is now in-

stalling.
This early press could run

off only 6,000 papers an hour,
compared to the present press
capacity of 26,000 16-pa-

papers, or the new press ca-

pacity of 48,000 48-pa- pa-

pers an hour.
