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half of these people will never
have any trouble with their
stones so why go to the risk
and trouble and expense of
having them out? Recently, I
read some statistics that show-
ed that many of the persons
who had their gallbladder out
still had their old discomforts.

A man of 72 writes that a
surgeon is anxous to remove
his gallbladder for a pain in
his chest when he walks fast.
The chances are that his
"pain" is anginal, and due to
a narrow artery in his heart.
Most surgeons would prefer
not to operate on him. To be
sure, the removal of a diseas-
ed gallbladder sometimes les-
sens the pain being produced
in a bad heart, but sometimes,
also, it leaves a dead patient!
At 72, the risk of any major
operation is considerably in-

creased over the average risk
for a man of 30. It, at 72, I
had the gallstones, I would
have no fear of developing
a cancer in the gallbladder.
There is such a risk, but it is
very small.
Silicosis

A number of miners, stone-
cutters, and sand - blasters
want ' to know somethingabout silicosis. As they prob-
ably know, miners who have
to do much drilling in hard
rock tend to keep in their
lungs some of the fine dust
(silica) which they breathe in
every day. Eventully, perhaps
after 20 years, if they accum-
ulate enough of the tiny bits
of stone in their lungs, they
will begin to suffer, perhaps
from . symptoms suggesting
consumption; and actually,
many of them will get tuber-
culosis, in addition to their
silicosis. Some may get to
coughing and wheezing as if
they had asthma. Some may
become so ill and short of
breath that they can no long-
er work hard. As one would
expect, it is not a disease one
can hope to cure, because we
doctors know of no way of
getting the tiny sand particles
out of the lungs. Often, the

I
doubt if the kidneys need to
be cut apart; they are prob-
ably working all right now,
and I do not see why they
should work better after be-

ing separated. The women had
better depend on the advice
of a wise, conservative doc-
tor in their home city.

Many people write me ask-
ing if they should mortgage
their home or borrow money
and travel far to some Insti-tu- e

they have heard about
which advertises to cure some
disease. I certainly would nev-
er think of going to such a
place. Today, a woman writes
asking if she should take her
very sick child to a place
where marvelous cures are
supposed to be worked with
Vitamin E. All I know is that
a while ago I read a big book
on the world's experience
with Vitamin E and the con-
clusion of the editors. was that
it was of no value in any
known disease of man. We
all of us get large amounts
of Vitamin E in all of our
foods. I know that there are
many enthusiasts who have
reported marvelous results
from using Vitamin E, but I
know that other men, who
have tried to confirm these
results, have failed complete-
ly. It is very hard to decide
if a drug is of value, especial-
ly if one is an enthusiast. My
old Chief used to give a woni-o- n

a new drug, and a week
later, when she would come to
report, he would glare at her
and say, "You are better;
now don't deny it!" It was a
rare woman who dared say,
"No doctor, I cannot see any
improvement." Naturally, his
opinion about the usefulness
of a new drug had no value.
And I am sure he did not real-
ize how he was fooling him-
self.
Should Suregon Leave
Gallbladder?

Many worried people with
gallstones write me to ask
why their surgeon says he
wants to remove the gallblad-
der. Why not remove just the
stones? Because it was found
50 years ago that if just the
stones were removed, in half
of the cases the patient was
no better, and later had to
have a second operation for
removal of the gallbladder.

Scores of people keep tell-

ing me that accidentally' an
x-r- man found they have
gallstones, and now someone
is keen to take them out. But
the stones are not producing
any symptoms, or the nervous
symptoms the person has can-
not possibly be produced by
the gallstones. What to do?
After 55 years of watching
hundreds of people with gall-
stones live on without any
symptoms, I am more and
more inclined to leave them
alone. I know that more than
